ANSI/ISEA 207-2006 ANSI Standard

High-Visibility Vests Worn by Public Safety Personnel
Police officers and other public safety personnel may require a reflective “Public Safety Vest” that allows for quick and easy access to belt-mounted equipment such as radios, handcuffs, pepper spray, and guns.  ANSI/ISEA 207-2006 was created specifically for that purpose.
The standard was approved by committee and ISEA (International Safety Equipment Association) in November 2006.  ANSI 207 was published in December 2006.

ANSI 207 was based on ANSI 107-2004, the high-visibility requirements for traffic safety vests. ANSI 207 allows for public service officers to have shorter vests than those in working in traffic construction and similar environments. Because of this, the latest standard in creates a vest that is in effect between ANSI 107-2004 Class 1 and Class 2. 
ANSI/ISEA 207-2006 Requirements: 

Background fluorescent material requirements are slightly less for ANSI 207 vests than for ANSI 107 Class 2 vests.

Retroreflective material requirements are the same for both ANSI 207 and ANSI 107 Class 2 vests.
